e The Nodal Higher Education Institution will make the final section based on the above criteria
tor the students residing in the State where the HEIs 1s located

e UG, PG students & other vouth will be considered for selection.

e The selection will be made keeping in view vanous parameters like equal representation of

male and female. educational background. adequate representation tfrom rural * remote areas.
nclusivity. representation from all section of the society etc.
e The vouth selected to participate in the Samagam. 1.e. the delegates will be contacted by the
Nodal Otticers ot Higher Education Institutions tor all further correspondence.
The applicant should be medically fit and able to travel.
During the journey. the delegates will need to maintain decorum at all times.
Delegates should follow the covid appropriate behaviour during entire visit.
Delegates travelling in a group are expected to adhere strictly to the guidelines g given by the
coordinator of the group. Delegates must respect the cultural and ethnic sensitivities during

the visit.
